%PP Notice of Application to the IW
An application for determination of <Percent of Permanent Partial Impairment/Increase in Percent of Permanent Partial Impairment – pick one> (%PP) has been filed with the Ohio Bureau of Workers’ Compensation (BWC) on your behalf.  %PP is a monetary award paid for permanent impairment that is a result of the allowed conditions in a workers’ compensation claim.

A medical examination is necessary to determine if you are eligible to receive compensation for permanent partial impairment.  BWC will schedule an exam with an independent physician as close to your home as possible.  We will attempt to schedule the exam at a time that you are able to attend.  
If you fail to attend the exam when scheduled your application for %PP will be suspended. In most cases the exam for %PP lasts for 15 to 20 minutes.  In some circumstances, additional testing may be necessary.  
Please contact the claims service specialist listed below immediately to provide us with times when you cannot appear for an exam.  If we do not hear from you by <<date – 10 days from mailing date>>, we will schedule the exam for the first available appointment.  It is very important that we have your current address and phone number when scheduling this exam.
