SENATE BILL 223:  NO INJURY – NO CONTACT
We have received the above referenced workers’ compensation claim for you. This claim alleges you may have been exposed to a potentially infectious disease while working as a peace officer, firefighter or emergency medical worker. However, we understand you did not have physical contact with another person’s blood or body fluid.
Under Ohio law, we have denied your claim because you did not sustain a physical injury or contract an occupational disease. Additionally, we will not reimburse you for the costs associated with any medical services and preventive treatment you may have received after the exposure. The reason for this is you did not have physical contact with another person’s blood or body fluid in the alleged exposure.
We understand this incident has been a traumatic experience. Please know we are here to help if you have any questions. We encourage you to maintain communication with your employer, BWC and your assigned MCO in case you experience further symptoms.

If you happen to contract a disease from the exposure, you must file a new claim.
