Prior to 12/11/67, the statutory time limit is 10 years from the last payment of medical benefits, compensation paid under 4123.56, 4123.57 or 4123.58, or wages paid in lieu of compensation.

INSERT TWO

From 12/11/67 to 8/24/06, the statutory time limit is 10 years from the last payment of  medical benefits, compensation paid under ORC 4123.56 (A) or (B), 4123.57, or 4123.58, or wages paid in lieu of compensation.  If no compensation is paid or no wages are paid in lieu of compensation, the statutory limit is six years from the last medical bill payment. 
INSERT THREE

On or after 8/25/06, the statutory time limit is five years from the date of last payment of medical benefits, compensation paid under ORC 4123.56 (A) or (B), 4123.57, or 4123.58, or wages paid in lieu of compensation.  If no compensation is paid or no wages are paid in lieu of compensation, the statutory time limit is five years from the date of last medical bill payment.
