
	When I Contact Employer Rate Adjustment Unit – Reference Charts

V3 Compensation Adjustments

	If compensation has been adjusted, the employer’s premium for past periods may be impacted.  Use these rules to determine when it is necessary to e-mail Emp Rate Adj e-mailbox. 
NOTE:  Due to system enhancements, it is no longer necessary to notify the Employer Rate Adjustment Unit of a change to the employer of record (change policy number assigned to claim).  This is now processed systematically by a nightly interface between V3 and the rate adjustment system, which moves the claim and associated claim costs to the correct employer of record.


	Compensation Adjustments:  Do not notify Employer Rate Adjustment Unit when:

· compensation adjusted was for payment periods in the current calendar year; 

· date of injury is in the current year; 

· date of injury is one year prior to the current year (for example, during calendar year 2006, this means claims with DOI in 2005 – these claims will not be used for rate making until policy year 2007); or,

· date of injury is more than six years in the past (for example, during 2006, this means claims with DOI in 2000 or earlier – these claims no longer impact employer premium).


	E-mail Emp Rate Adj e-mailbox for any claim not excluded above.

· If an Adjustment Order was done, include claim number and date of Order.

· If no Adjustment Order was done, include claim number, type and dates of compensation adjusted, and the date the adjustment was made.

· The Employer Rate Adjustment Unit will make the appropriate adjustments to the employer’s premium for past rating periods pursuant to OAC 4123-17-27 and -28.



	V3 Miscellaneous Payment

	Payments made in error or duplicated in miscellaneous payment must be removed from the employer’s experience if the payment has been or will be used to calculate employer premium.  Examples of miscellaneous payment transactions in which this could happen include the following:

· attorney fees or an order of intervention was paid for a %PP or PP award on miscellaneous payment and also built on benefit plan, (usually done to pay an order of intervention for family support); 

· payment was made on miscellaneous payment in error; or,

· a warrant was canceled on miscellaneous payment.



	Do not notify Employer Rate Adjustment Unit when:

· Date of injury is more than six years in the past.  For example, during 2006, claims with DOI in 2000 or earlier no longer impact employer premium.


	E-mail Emp Rate Adj e-mailbox for any claim not excluded above.

· Include claim number, type of compensation and dates of payment and note that payment was made on miscellaneous payment and that compensation in V3 will not be corrected.
· The Employer Rate Adjustment Unit will adjust the employer’s premium for all years impacted by the payment pursuant to OAC 4123-17-27 and -28.



	Entering Dates of Death

	When an IW’s death is for reasons unrelated to an industrial injury, the claim’s reserves are removed from the employer’s experience for rate calculation.  When a date of death is entered and the death is not related to the injury, review all claims for the IW and use the rules below to determine when it is necessary to e-mail Emp Rate Adj e-mailbox because a date of death has been entered.



	Do not notify Employer Rate Adjustment Unit when the IW has any claim where:

· date of death entered occurred in the current calendar year; 

· date of injury is in the current year; 

· date of injury is one year prior to the current year; (For example, during 2006, claims with DOI in 2005 will not be used for rate making until 2007.)

· date of injury is more than six years in the past.  (For example, during 2006, claims with DOI in 2000 or earlier no longer impact employer premium.)


	E-mail Emp Rate Adj e-mailbox if a date of death is entered and the IW has any claims not excluded above.

· Include claim number, date of death, and when date of death was entered.
· The Employer Rate Adjustment Unit will make the appropriate adjustments to employer’s premium for past rating periods pursuant to OAC 4123-17-27 and -28.
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
